This is resulting in thousands of them ending up in Council “pounds” and Rescue centres every yea.
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Around 9000 dogs are put to sleep by Local Authorities in the UK each year.

On average, thats 19 dogs euthanised every day.

A large number of these 'death row dogs' are staffies.

These dogs do not deserve to die simply because
their breed has become popular with the British pubilic.

So, what can you do to help?..

- Don't breed from your Staffordshire Bull Terrier! Piease spay and neuter your staffies (in addition to saving lives,
spaying and neutering can also drastically improve your pet's health and life expectancy)

- Get your staffies microchipped! if your dog goes missing there will be a better of chance of you being reunited

- Donate to Rescue organisations! - Send a donation, no matter how small, to your local dog Rescue to help them
